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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 27, 2009, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed its Application for Authorization from the Commission to Recover the Actual Costs Incurred for the Relocation of Infrastructure or Facilities Requested by the State and/or Political Subdivisions. 

2. By Decision No. R09-1350-I, a hearing was scheduled to commence in this matter on February 22, 2010.

3. On February 19, 2010, the Joint Motion to Continue Hearing and to Shorten Response Time was filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and Qwest.  The parties thereto report reaching a settlement in principle.  However, additional time is necessary to memorialize the agreement and provide the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) an opportunity to review and consider the agreement.

4. At the scheduled time and place, the hearing was called to order. 

5. The OCC expressed no opposition to continuing the scheduled hearing.

6. In order to allow sufficient time to consider the settlement agreement, Qwest waived the applicable statutory period found in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

7. Based upon good cause shown, the Joint motion to Continue Hearing and to Shorten Response Time was granted.  Discussion turned to procedural matters regarding the reported settlement and the hearing to consider the same.  Additional procedures are adopted as ordered below.

8. Qwest and Staff represent that, while party positions have been compromised, the scope of the settlement agreement is generally within the scope of prefiled testimony.  Qwest has agreed to submit its prefiled testimony into evidence in support of approval of the stipulation and to make witnesses available for cross examination.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Qwest Corporation’s (Qwest) waiver of the applicable statutory period specified in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is acknowledged.

2. The Joint Motion to Continue Hearing and to Shorten Response Time filed February 19, 2010, is granted.

3. On or before March 8, 2010, Qwest and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall file their memorialized settlement agreement along with a motion requesting approval.

4. One set of no more than 20 discovery requests to each party regarding the settlement agreement will be permitted.  Response time to such discovery shall be 16 days.
