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I. STATEMENT  

1. On July 22, 2009, PRK Williams, Inc., doing business as To The Rescue (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  On September 14, 2009, Applicant filed a supplement to the July 22, 2009 filing.
  

2. On August 3, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed in this proceeding (notice given at 3); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1050-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

The following entities intervened in opposition to the Application:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Fresh Tracks 

3. Transportation, LLC (Fresh Tracks); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI (453-TAXI); RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab); Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle).  

4. Colorado Cab, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab, Fresh Tracks, Metro Taxi, Shamrock Charters, Shamrock Taxi, SuperShuttle, and 453-TAXI, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. By Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. By Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of September 16, 2009.  By Decision No. R10-0015-I, the ALJ found that extraordinary conditions exist; found that, as a result, the time for Commission decision on the Application should be extended an additional 90 days; and found that a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before July 13, 2010.  

7. By Decision No. R10-0015-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for March 25, 2010 and established a procedural schedule.  By Decision No. R10-0144-I, on motion of the Applicant, the ALJ modified the procedural schedule.  Under the modified procedural schedule, each intervenor was to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits on or before March 3, 2010.  

8. On March 3, 2010, Metro Taxi filed its First Supplement to Witness and Exhibit Lists.  On that date, Applicant and Colorado Springs Yellow Cab filed a Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.
  Finally, on that date, Colorado Cab, Shamrock Charters, Shamrock Taxi, and SuperShuttle filed the motions addressed below.  No other intervenor made a filing of any type on March 3, 2010.  

9. Colorado Cab, Shamrock Charters, Shamrock Taxi, and SuperShuttle (collectively, Movants) filed, in one document, an Uncontested Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony Summaries and Exhibits (Uncontested Motion), and Motion to Waive Response Time (Waiver Motion).  By the Uncontested Motion, Movants seek permission to file, on or before March 8, 2010, their summaries of direct testimony and copies of exhibits.  As explained in the filing, Movants base the Uncontested Motion on their principal counsel’s unavailability.  Movants represent that some, but not all, of the Intervenors have consented to the granting of the Motion and that no intervenor will be prejudiced by the granting of the Motion.  

10. The ALJ finds that the Uncontested Motion states good cause and that granting the Uncontested Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Uncontested Motion and will permit Movants to file their summaries of testimony and copies of their exhibits on or before March 8, 2010.  

11. In the filing, Movants request a waiver of response time to the Uncontested Motion.  Given the nature of the Uncontested Motion, the fact that no party will be prejudiced, and the need to rule on the Uncontested Motion quickly, the ALJ will grant the Waiver Motion.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Uncontested Motion.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Uncontested Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony Summaries and Exhibits filed on March 3, 2010 by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab; Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO; Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO; and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (collectively, Movants), is granted.  

2. Each of the Movants shall file, on or before March 8, 2010, the summary of its answer testimony and copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case.  

3. The request for waiver of response time is granted.  

4. Response time to the Uncontested Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony Summaries and Exhibits filed on March 3, 2010 is waived.  

5. The remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R10-0015-I, as modified by Decision No. R10-0144-I, remains in effect.  

6. Neither the service and filing requirements nor any other requirement established in Decision No. R10-0015-I is modified by this Order.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
