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I. statement

1. On December 9, 2009, Union Taxi Cooperative (Union Taxi) filed a Formal Complaint against MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxi Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) and Colorado Cab Company, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) (collectively, Respondents) alleging anticompetitive practices by Respondents arising from an exclusive agreement between Respondents and the Cherry Creek Shopping Center.  

2. On December 9, 2009, Freedom Cabs, Inc. (Freedom Cabs) filed a Formal Complaint against Colorado Cab and Metro Taxi containing nearly identical allegations as the Formal Complaint filed by Union Taxi.  

3. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-1438-I, the two Formal Complaints were consolidated and a pre-hearing conference was set for January 28, 2010.

4. Motions to Dismiss Complaint were filed separately by each Respondent on January 4, 2010.  

5. On January 14, 2010, Complainants Union Taxi and Freedom Cabs filed a Joint Motion to Defer Response to Motions to Dismiss Until After Pre-hearing Conference Set for January 25, 2010, Embracing Related Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion).  Complainants urged that given the impending pre-hearing conference set for January 28, 2010, scheduling responses to the Motions to Dismiss filed by Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab could most efficiently be handled procedurally in connection with the pre-hearing conference.  The Joint Motion was granted pursuant to Interim Order No. R10-0058-I.  

6. As part of the pre-hearing conference held on January 28, 2010, Complainants were granted leave to file amended complaints and Respondents were provided leave to file amended motions to dismiss.

7. Complainants, Union Taxi and Freedom Cabs filed their individual Amended Complaints on February 16, 2010.  

8. On March 8, 2010, Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab filed their individual Amended Motions to Dismiss.  

9. On March 17, 2010, Complainants filed an Unopposed Joint Motion to Extend Time for Responses to Amended Motions to Dismiss & Related Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion).  Complainants argue that given the extensive nature of each Amended Motion to Dismiss, each seeks an additional week, through and including March 29, 2010, to more fully respond to the Amended Motions to Dismiss.  Counsel for Complainants represent that they contacted counsel for Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab and those parties do not oppose the requested extension of time.

10. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the Joint Motion extending the deadline for each Respondent to file its response to the Amended Motions to Dismiss to March 29, 1010.  Because neither Respondent opposes the requested relief, response time to the Joint Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Joint Motion to Extend Time for Responses to Amended Motions to Dismiss filed on March 11, 2010 by Union Taxi Cooperative and Freedom Cabs, Inc. is granted.

2. Union Taxi Cooperative and Freedom Cabs, Inc. shall file their respective Responses to Amended Motions to Dismiss no later than the close of business on March 29, 2010.

3. Response time to the Unopposed Joint Motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
