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I. STATEMENT  

1. On December 3, 2009, Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels (People's Wheels or Applicant), filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  On January 19, 2010, People's Wheels filed a correction to, and a supplement to, the December 3, 2009 filing.  Reference in this Order to the Application is to the Application filed on December 3, 2009 as corrected and supplemented on January 19, 2010.  

2. Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC (Fresh Tracks) is the Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  
3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. With Applicant’s concurrence, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter in Denver, Colorado on April 7, 2010.  Decision No. R10-0189-I (mailed March 2, 2010).  
5. On March 23, 2010, Applicant filed a request for a change of venue (Request) and asked that the evidentiary hearing be held in Breckenridge, Colorado for the convenience of the parties and witnesses.
  The Request states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced if the request is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will change the city in which the hearing will be held to Breckenridge, Colorado.  
6. Moving the hearing to Breckenridge, Colorado, however. necessitates vacating the hearing date because the ALJ’s schedule cannot accommodate travel to Breckenridge for a hearing on April 7, 2010.  Accordingly, the ALJ will vacate the evidentiary hearing scheduled for April 7, 2010.  

7. To schedule a new hearing date, the ALJ will order Applicant (a) to contact Intervenor to discuss hearing dates and (b) to file, on or before April 5, 2010, three proposed hearing dates on which the Parties and their witnesses are available.
  The ALJ will choose, if possible, one of the suggested dates.  
8. In the event that the Parties cannot agree upon three proposed hearing dates, then, the ALJ will order that, on or before April 5, 2010, Applicant file three proposed hearing dates and Intervenor file three proposed hearing dates.  The ALJ will choose, if possible, one of the suggested dates.  

9. After selecting the date for the hearing, the ALJ will issue an Order scheduling the evidentiary hearing in Breckenridge, Colorado.
  
10. By Decision No. R10-0262-I, the ALJ ordered Fresh Tracks to obtain an attorney to represent it in this case and ordered the attorney for Fresh Tracks to enter an appearance on or before March 30, 2010.  This Order does not affect that requirement.  
11. This Order does not affect the filing dates stated in Decision No. R10-0189-I.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request for change of venue filed by Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter will be held in Breckenridge, Colorado.  

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled in this matter in Denver, Colorado on April 7, 2010 is vacated.  
4. On or before April 5, 2010 and following consultation with Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC, Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, shall file a list of three proposed evidentiary hearing dates in May, 2010 on which both parties and their witnesses are available for hearing.  
5. If Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, and Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC cannot come to agreement on three proposed hearing dates in May, 2010, then Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, shall file, on or before April 5, 2010, a list of three proposed evidentiary hearing dates in May, 2010 on which she and her witnesses are available for hearing.  
6. If Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, and Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC cannot come to agreement on three proposed hearing dates in May, 2010, then Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC shall file, on or before April 5, 2010, a list of three proposed evidentiary hearing dates in May, 2010 on which it and its witnesses are available for hearing.  
7. Neither the requirements established in Decision No. R10-0262-I nor the filing dates established in Decision No. R10-0189-I are affected by this Order.  
8. Response time to the request for change of venue filed by Ms. Kim Riley, doing business as People's Wheels, is waived.  
9. This Order is effective immediately.
