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I. statement

1. On March 31, 2010, Colorado Cab Company, LLC (Colorado Cab) filed an Unopposed Motion for One Business Day Extension of Time for all Parties to File Statements of Position and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).

2. As grounds for the Motion, Colorado Cab states that while Statements of Position are currently due on April 1, 2010 pursuant to Interim Order No. R10-0183-I, because of intervening medical reasons and professional obligations, a one business day extension of time to April 5, 2010 is required.  Colorado Cab requests the extension for all parties in this docket.  Counsel for Colorado Cab represents that no other party objects to the grant of the Motion.  

3. As indicated in Decision No. R10-0183-I, Interim Order No. R09-1245-I extended the deadline for the Commission to issue a final decision in this matter to June 8, 2010.  In that Decision, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) noted that because of uncertainty as to the availability of transcripts from the hearing in this matter, it appeared possible the transcripts may not be available on March 8, 2010, in which case it was anticipated that an additional motion for extension of time may be filed.  While Colorado Cab voluntarily waived the deadline to issue a final decision at the pre-hearing conference in this matter, no other applicant had voluntarily waived the deadline.  In anticipation of an additional request for extension of time to file Statements of Position, the ALJ noted that should such a request be made, it is assumed that Liberty Taxi Corporation (Liberty Taxi) and Denver Cab Cooperative, Inc.  will also waive the time limit in which a final decision must be issued here.

4. Colorado Cab represents that Liberty Taxi and Denver Cab do not intend to waive the June 8, 2010 deadline by not objecting to its Motion.  In the alternative, Colorado Cab requests an extension of time to noon on April 5, 2010, should extending the deadline a full day to the close of business appear problematic.  

5. The extension provides approximately two months in which to issue a decision in this matter.  Five additional hours for filing Statements of Position does not create a dilemma for the Commission.  Consequently, the undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion as requested.  As such, the deadline to file closing Statements of Position shall be no later than the close of business on April 5, 2010.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for One Business Day Extension of Time for all Parties to File Statements of Position filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC is granted.

2. The parties to this docket shall have by the close of business on April 5, 2010 to file Statements of Position in this consolidated matter.

3. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
