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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 1, 2010, Tomislav Radovan Stamenkovic (Stamenkovic) filed a complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).

2. The Complaint alleges Public Service is attempting to transfer to his account the sum of $4550.24 under a benefit of service theory.  Stamenkovic denies that he received the benefit of service at the addresses for which Public Service is attempting to collect payment.  It is further alleged that Public Service is planning to disconnect service to his residence for the transferred amounts.  Stamenkovic filed this complaint in an attempt to challenge the transfer of the balance, and to obtain an order from the Commission precluding discontinuance at his current residence while the matter is being resolved.  Complainant states that he has a two-month old child.

3. The Commission does have the authority to prohibit discontinuance of service pending resolution of a proceeding involving a dispute over utility charges upon such terms as the Commission deems reasonable, including the requirement that the complainant post a bond.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3408(b)(X) and 4 CCR 723-4-4408(b)(X).

4. Stamenkovic has alleged circumstances that warrant an order prohibiting discontinuance of service.  Since all of the disputed balance appears to be from the attempted transfer, no bond or deposit will be required.  However, Stamenkovic must remain current in his utility bills during the pendency of this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) shall not discontinue gas or electric service to the Complainant, Tomislav Radovan Stamenkovic, 7291 Ingalls Court, Arvada, Colorado during the pendency of the proceeding.

2. Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above is contingent on Tomislav Radovan Stamenkovic staying current with his bills for gas and electric service during this proceeding.  If this condition is not met, Public Service may discontinue service, after notice in accordance with Commission Rules, without further order of this Commission.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
