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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 7, 2010, a hearing in this matter was convened pursuant to a Notice of Hearing mailed on February 19, 2010.  Roberto C. Diaz (Complainant) appeared on his own behalf.  Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent) appeared through its counsel, Geraldine Kim.

2. Immediately prior to the hearing, Complainant contacted Gladys Rey Mendez of the Commission’s External Affairs Staff and communicated his desire to have a Spanish language interpreter to assist him during the hearing.  Ms. Rey Mendez passed this request along to the administrative law judge (ALJ).

3. On the record, the ALJ confirmed with Complainant his request to have an interpreter present to assist during the hearing.  The ALJ treated this request as a motion to continue the hearing.  Counsel for Respondent expressed no objection to continuing the hearing to permit Complainant to be assisted by an interpreter.

4. The ALJ finds good cause exists to continue the hearing so that Complainant can be confident he understands what takes place during the proceedings.  As no prejudice was asserted by counsel for Respondent, the ALJ finds none.  After conferring with the parties regarding their availability, the ALJ shall re-convene the hearing on Tuesday, May 4, 2010, at 9:00 a.m.

5. Complainant is advised to arrange for an interpreter of his own choosing to attend the hearing.  The interpreter need not be court-certified, but will be required to take an oath swearing to provide a complete and accurate translation.  As this is a civil, rather than a criminal, matter Complainant will bear the cost(s), if any, associated with having the services of an interpreter.
