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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 18, 2010, the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement and Suspension of Procedural Schedule Pending Ruling on this Motion was filed by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP, also known as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills), and the City of Woodland Park (City). Upon approval, all issues in the proceeding will be fully resolved.

2. By Decision No. R08-0775-I, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) scheduled a hearing to consider the Joint Motion and identified issues to be addressed during the hearing.  The parties were invited to file responses to the questions/issues in advance of the scheduled hearing date.  If the parties chose to do so, the ALJ stated that the need to conduct the hearing would be reconsidered.

3. On April 12, 2010, the Black Hills' Responses to Questions Relating to Settlement Agreement.DOC was filed by Black Hills.  Counsel for the City reviewed and commented on the responses and authorized Black Hills to state that the City does not object to any of the responses.  Trial Staff reviewed and commented on the responses and authorized Black Hills to state that Trial Staff supports the responses.

4. In light of the responses submitted, and to give consideration to the same, the ALJ will vacate the hearing set to commence on April 14, 2010 at 9:00 a.m.  No contested issues remain to be heard.  Therefore, the hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on April 19, 2010, will be vacated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled for April 14, 2010, to consider the Unopposed Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement and Suspension of Procedural Schedule Pending Ruling on this Motion is vacated.

2. The hearing currently scheduled for April 19, 2010, to consider the merits of the application will be vacated.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
