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I. STATEMENT
1. On November 5, 2009, Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55777 (Application).

2. On November 9, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

3. On December 9, 2010, Applicant, Fresh Tracks Transportation and Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI filed a joint stipulation that restricts the extension of the authority sought in the Application as follows:  Items I(A) and II(A) are restricted from originating service from Summit County.  

4. On December 10, 2009, The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. (Colorado Sightseer) filed a request to intervene in this matter which was granted by Interim Order No. R10-0039-I, issued February 3, 2010.

5. On December 16, 2009, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

6. A pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for February 2, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. by telephone.  As a result of discussions at the pre-hearing conference, a procedural schedule was established that set an evidentiary hearing in this matter for April 27, 2010.

7. On April 9, 2010, Applicant and Intervenor filed a Motion to Withdraw Intervention and Grant Proposed Application with Amended Restrictions (Stipulation).  According to the Stipulation between the parties, Applicant agrees to restrict the proposed extension to its authority as follows:

RESTRICTION:

Items (I)(D) and (II)(E) are restricted against providing transportation to or from any Denver area hotel or motel with a minimum of 50 rooms.

8. Upon the Commission’s approval of the above proposed restrictive amendments to the Application, Colorado Sightseer agrees to withdraw its objections to the Application and its intervention in this proceeding.

9. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ now transmits to the Commission, the record in this proceeding along with a written Recommended Decision.

II. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS
10. A proposed restrictive amendment to an application for an extension of operations under a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) must be restrictive in nature, clear and understandable, and administratively enforceable.  The proposed restriction and authority must be unambiguous and must be contained entirely within the authority granted.  

11. The undersigned ALJ finds that the proposed restrictions contained in the Stipulation between Applicant and The Colorado Sightseer will not hamper the ability of the Applicant to provide the proposed service.  Therefore, the ALJ finds that the proposed restrictions contained in the Stipulation meet the criteria described above.  The proposed restrictive amendments to the Application contained in the Stipulation are restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and capable of enforcement.  The restrictive language achieves the purposes sought by The Colorado Sightseer and Applicant.  It provides protection to The Colorado Sightseer’s authority while allowing Applicant to provide the substance of the service it seeks under the extension of its existing authority.  As a result, the restrictive amendments which restrict Applicant as indicated in Paragraph No. 7 above will be accepted.  

12. The terms of the Stipulation further provide that upon express approval of the restrictive amendments as described above, The Colorado Sightseer will withdraw its objections to the Application, as well as its intervention.  Therefore, the undersigned ALJ will dismiss the intervention of The Colorado Sightseer.

13. Since the Application as amended is now unopposed, the matter will be considered pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure, § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1403.

14. The Applicant is a Colorado Limited Liability Corporation.

15. As restrictively amended, Applicant seeks authority to extend its authority to provide service as follows:

16. The Application establishes that Applicant is familiar with the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6, and agrees to comply with those Rules to the extent applicable to Applicant.  

17. Additionally, the information provided by Applicant provides that Applicant possesses sufficient equipment to provide the proposed service and is financially viable to conduct operations under the authority requested.  The Application and the supporting information attached to it demonstrate that a need exists for the proposed service.

18. It is found that Applicant is fit to provide the proposed extension of transportation service as restrictively amended and the Application with the proposed restrictive amendments is reasonable, in the public interest, and should be granted.

19. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

III. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Withdraw Intervention and Grant Proposed Application with Amended Restrictions filed by Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC and The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. filed on April 9, 2010 is granted.

2. The intervention of The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. is dismissed

3. Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC is granted an extension of its operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55777 as follows:

4. The authority granted in Ordering Paragraph No. 3 is conditioned upon Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC meeting the requirements contained in this Order to the extent those requirements are applicable to the grant of its extension of its operating authority, and the extension of authority is not effective until these requirements have been met.

5. Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC shall not commence operation until it has:

Caused proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007 (Financial Responsibility) 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6;

(b)
For each additional vehicle to be operated under the extended authority granted by the Commission, paid to the Commission, the $50.00 vehicle identification fee required by Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6009, or in lieu thereof, has paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6401 (Unified Carrier Registration Agreement);

(c)
Filed a tariff in compliance with Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6207 (Tariffs), with an effective date no earlier than ten days after the tariff is received by the Commission;

(d)
Paid the $5.00 issuance fee required by § 40-10-109(1), C.R.S., or § 40-11-108(1), C.R.S.; and

(e)
Received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above requirements and may begin extended service.

6. Any questions regarding the completion of these requirements may be directed to Gary Gramlick of Commission Transportation Staff at 303-894-2870.

7. If Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC does not comply with the requirements of Ordering Paragraph No. 5 above as applicable to the extension of its authority, within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, then Ordering Paragraph No. 3 above shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC additional time for compliance with this Order.

8. The right of Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC to operate under its extension of authority shall depend upon Applicant’s compliance with all present and future laws and regulations of the Commission.

9. The docket is now closed.

10. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  
11. As provided by §40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the Recommended Decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of §40-6-114, C.R.S.

If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

12. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
