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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 17, 2010, AT&T’s Motion for Permissive Intervention was filed by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. and TCG Colorado (collectively AT&T).  AT&T requests permissive intervention to consider the impact that approving the Interconnection Agreement between Intrado Communications, Inc. and Qwest Corporation might have on other local exchange carriers and their rights and obligations related to 911/E911 interconnection.  

2. No response was filed.

3. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. AT&T’s Motion for Permissive Intervention filed March 17, 2010, is granted.
