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I. STATEMENT  

1. By Decision No. C10-0029, the Commission initiated this proceeding when it issued a Formal Complaint, Notice of Proceeding, and Notice of Intervention Period.  In that Order, the Commission also assigned this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ); gave instructions to the ALJ; waived certain Commission rules; and permitted Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file an amended complaint within a specified time period.  That Order also established the date on which the answer and any motion or other response are to be filed and scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter.  

2. On January 7, 2010, the Commission issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer to Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  

3. On January 22, 2010, Staff filed an Amended Formal Complaint.
  In that filing, Staff counsel entered an appearance; and Staff identified the trial advocacy (litigation) staff in this docket.  Additional Staff counsel subsequently entered an appearance in this case.  

4. On January 22, 2010, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely filed its Notice of Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance in this proceeding.  

5. The Parties in this proceeding are Staff, Public Service, and OCC.  

6. Pursuant to Decision No. R10-0151-I, a procedural schedule was adopted as follows:  (a) on or before May 10, 2010, Staff will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before June 28, 2010, Respondent and OCC each will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before July 19, 2010, Staff will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before July 19, 2010, Respondent and OCC each will file its cross-answer testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before August 9, 2010, Respondent and OCC each will file its surrebuttal testimony and exhibits; (f) on or before August 13, 2010, each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (g) on or before August 16, 2010, each party will file its prehearing motions; (h) on or before August 18, 2010, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; (i) the evidentiary hearing will be held on August 23 through 27, 2010; and (J) on or before September 14, 2010, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

7. On May 7, 2010, Public Service filed a Notice of Settlement and Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, Public Service and Staff have reached a settlement in principle in this matter and as a result, request modification of the procedural schedule detailed above in Paragraph No. 6, by extending the date for Staff to file its direct testimony and exhibits in this matter from May 10, 2010 to May 17, 2010.  

8. On May 7, 2010, Public Service and Staff agreed to a settlement in principle that would comprehensively resolve all issues in this proceeding.  In order to provide sufficient opportunity to reduce the agreement to writing, Public Service and Staff, as well as the OCC, request the aforementioned extension of time.  Public Service further represents that a final settlement agreement is expected to be filed by May 14, 2010.  In the event the final terms of the settlement cannot be reduced to writing by that date, Staff’s direct testimony and exhibits will be due on May 17, 2010 and the remainder of the procedural schedule will remain intact.  

9. Public Service further represents that it, Staff, and the OCC are joint movants in this Motion and counsel for Public Service has the authority to sign the Motion on behalf of counsel for Staff and the OCC respectively.  As a result, Public Service also requests a waiver of response time to the Motion.

10. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion.  As a result, the deadline for Staff to file its direct testimony and exhibits in this matter will be extended from May 10, 2010 to May 17, 2010.  The remainder of the procedural schedule in this matter remains unchanged.  Response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. The deadline for Commission Staff to file its direct testimony and exhibits in this matter is extended to no later than the close of business on May 17, 2010.

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule as detailed in Paragraph No. 6 above remains unchanged.

4. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
