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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 10, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Applicant) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for its SmartGridCity project in Boulder, Colorado. 

2. On April 29, 2010, the Motion to Intervene of Climax Molybedenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P. was filed.  On May 6, 2010, the Supplement to Motion to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P. was filed.

3. By Decision No. R10-0390-I, a prehearing was scheduled.  At the scheduled time and place the prehearing conference was called to order.  All parties appeared and participated.

4. As a preliminary matter, the administrative law judge (ALJ) addressed the pending requests for intervention.  After noting that the supplemental pleading stated that Public Service did not oppose the requested intervention of Climax Molybedenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P., the ALJ inquired whether any party desired additional time to respond to the requested intervention.  No party requesting same, response time was shortened sua sponte.  Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, intervention was granted.

5. Having reviewed filings in this matter to date and considered the scope of the proceeding defined by the Commission, procedures will be adopted for all parties to identify issues to be addressed during the evidentiary hearing.  In response, all parties will have an opportunity to address whether the issues identified are appropriately within the scope of the proceeding.  Based upon the issues identified and responses thereto, the issues within the scope of the proceeding as defined by the Commission will be framed.  Thereafter, the parties may propose procedures or a schedule will be ordered by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

6. Parties are advised that no issues other than those identified with specificity in compliance with this order will be admitted during the evidentiary hearing in this matter. 

7. In considering proposed procedural deadlines, and in absence of a waiver by Applicant, the filing of statements of position should occur no later than August 20, 2010.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Intervene of Climax Molybedenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P. filed April 29, 2010 is granted.

2. Climax Molybedenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P. are permitted intervenor status in this matter and shall take the matter as found and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

3. On or before May 20, 2010, all parties shall identify issues within the scope defined by the Commission that they wish to address during the evidentiary hearing in this matter.

4. On or before May 27, 2010, all parties may respond to issues identified by parties as to whether such issues are beyond the scope of the proceeding as defined by the Commission.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
