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I. statement

1. On November 12, 2009, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) filed Advice Letter No. 626.  Black Hills requested that the tariff sheets accompanying Advice Letter No. 628 become effective on January 1, 2010.  According to Black Hills, the purpose of the filing is to implement a Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment mechanism and rider in Black Hills’ Colorado PUC No. 8 – Electric tariffs, on more than 30 days’ statutory notice.

2. On December 17, 2009, Black Hills filed amended Advice Letter No. 626.  The purpose of the amended Advice Letter is to amend two of the tariff sheets filed with Advice Letter No. 626 on November 12, 2009, to clarify the definitions of Base Revenue, Base Purchased Capacity Cost, and Recovered Purchased Capacity Cost on First Revised Sheet No. 64, and to change the rates shown on Original Sheet No. 64C to $0.

3. Intervenors in this docket include Commission Staff; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; the City of Cañon City, Colorado; the Fremont Sanitation District; the Board of Water Works of Pueblo, Colorado and the Fountain Valley Authority; Cripple Creek & Victor Gold Mining Company and Holcim (U.S.) Inc.; and the City of Pueblo, Colorado. 

4. By Decision No R10-0246-I the following procedural schedule was adopted:

Answer Testimony due





May 4, 2010

Rebuttal/Cross-Answer Testimony due



May 17, 2010

Dispositive Motions due





May 14, 2010

Stipulations/Settlement Agreements due



May 25, 2010

Evidentiary Hearing

5. Additionally, Decision No R10-0246-I suspended the effective date of the proposed tariff sheets attached to Advice Letter No. 626 for an additional 90 days or through July 30, 2010.

6. On April 30, 2010, Black Hills filed a Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule by Extending the Answer Testimony Filing Date from May 4, 2010 to May 11, 2010.  The extension was requested for all answer testimony.  The remaining procedural schedule as indicated above was to remain intact.  That Motion was granted by Decision No. R10-0418-I

7. On May 10, 2010, Black Hills filed a Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule by Extending the Remaining Testimony Filing Dates by One Week.  Black Hills represents that due to settlement negotiations and to allow the parties time to finalize a settlement in this docket, it requests that the procedural schedule be further modified by extending the filing date for remaining testimony by one week.  As a result, the date for filing answer testimony and exhibits is requested to be extended from May 11, 2010 to May 18, 2010.  The date for filing rebuttal and cross-answer testimony and exhibits is requested to be extended from May 17, 2010 to May 25 2010.  All other procedural dates would remain unchanged.

8. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the Motion and extend the deadline for filing all answer testimony and exhibits in this matter to the close of business on May 18, 2010 and extend the deadline for filing rebuttal and cross-answer testimony and exhibits to May 25, 2010.  Since no party to this docket will be prejudiced by the grant of the Motion, response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP to Amend the Procedural Schedule by Extending the Remaining Testimony Filing Dates by One Week (Motion) is granted.

2. The date for filing all answer testimony and exhibits in this matter is extended to the close of business on May 18, 2010.

3. The date for filing rebuttal and cross-answer testimony and exhibits in this matter is extended to the close of business on May 25, 2010

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
