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and vacating procedural schedule
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I. statement

1. On May 11, 2010, the Motion to Vacate a Portion of the Procedural Schedule and Notice of Settlement in Principle Among the Settling Parties to the Docket was filed by Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom, Cbeyond Communications, LLC, McLeod Telecommunications Services, Inc., doing business as Paetec, DIECA Communications, Inc., doing business as Covad Communications, tw telecom, Comcast Phone of Colorado, and XO Communications Services, Inc. (collectively the CLEC Coalition); Qwest Corporation (Qwest) and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) (collectively referred to herein as the Settling Parties).  The Settling Parties request that the Commission vacate the remainder of the Procedural Schedule in this docket except for the hearing dates of June 17 and 18, 2010.

2. CLEC Coalition, Qwest, and Staff have been negotiating towards the possible settlement or narrowing of issues and disputes in this docket on a weekly basis since December 2009. These discussions have proven productive, and the Parties have reached a settlement in principle of all issues that have been or could have been raised in this docket.

3. The parties are in the process of reducing to writing the terms of the stipulation and settlement agreement to be filed with the Commission for its consideration and resolution of this docket. The Settling Parties anticipate that they will need several weeks to develop and draft the stipulation and settlement agreement prior to filing it with the Commission. 

4. Since the Settling Parties have reached a resolution of all issues in this docket, the Settling Parties request that the Commission vacate the remainder of the Procedural Schedule, except for retaining the last two scheduled dates for hearing of June 17 and 18, 2010. The Settling Parties propose that those two days be reserved for the presentation of the settlement to the Commission.

5. MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel do not object to the relief requested herein.

6. The requested relief being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

7. Good cause is shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Vacate a Portion of the Procedural Schedule and Notice of Settlement in Principle Among the Settling Parties to the Docket filed on May 11, 2010 is waived and the request is granted.
2. The remainder of the procedural schedule is vacated.

3. The hearing scheduled in this matter to occur on June 8, 2010 through June 11, 2010, and June 14, 2010 through June 16, 2010 is vacated.  The balance of the scheduled hearing will not be affected by this Order.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
