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I. STATEMENT

1. The Regional Transportation District (RTD) initiated the captioned proceeding on March 22, 2010, by filing an application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) seeking authority to alter the existing crossing of the Millennium Bridge in Denver, Colorado, by the addition of light rail tracks beneath the bridge.  RTD entered its appearance through counsel Robert Kane.

2. On March 31, 2010, the Commission provided public notice of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed.

3. On April 16, 2010, Union Pacific Railroad Company filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through its counsel Kathleen M. Snead.

4. On April 21, 2010, the Central Platte Valley Metropolitan District filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through its counsel Dianne D. Miller and Matthew P. Ruhland.

5. On April 29, 2010, BNSF Railroad Company filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through its counsel Walter J. Downing.

6. On May 6, 2010, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

7. Since the application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  To that end, the parties are instructed to confer and propose to the ALJ no later than May 24, 2010, a mutually-acceptable date and time for a pre-hearing conference to be conducted in the offices of the Commission on one of the following dates:  June 8, June 9, June 15, or June 18, 2010.  Any party who does not so communicate the availability of its counsel to participate in the pre-hearing conference will be deemed to have waived objections to the conference going forward on one of the specified dates.  

8. After receiving the parties’ input, the ALJ will issue a separate notice of the pre-hearing conference, including an agenda of issues, on May 25, 2010.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before May 24, 2010, the parties shall advise the Administrative Law Judge of the availability of counsel for a pre-hearing conference as specified in Paragraph No. 7, above.

2. A subsequent order will issue on May 25, 2010, providing notice of the pre-hearing conference in this matter. 

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
