I. statement  

1. On April 9, 2010, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 93485 (CPAN) on Weber Wright Moving, Inc., doing business as Weber Wright Moving Company and Fisher Piano Movers (Respondent).  That commenced this proceeding.  

2. On April 27, 2010, counsel for testimonial (litigation) Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this matter.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a), Staff counsel identified the litigation (testimonial) Staff and the advisory Staff in this proceeding.  

3. By Minute Order, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

A.
Counsel for Respondent.  

4. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) requires a party in a proceeding before the Commission to be represented by an attorney unless an exception found in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b) applies.  If a party must be, but is not, represented by an attorney, then there are two consequences:  first, filings made by a non-attorney on behalf of that party are void and of no legal effect; and, second, a non-attorney may not represent that party in an adjudicative proceeding before the Commission.  

5. This is an adjudicative proceeding before the Commission.  

6. Respondent is a corporation, is a party, and is not represented by counsel in this proceeding.  In this case, no exception to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) applies because the amount in controversy (i.e., $13,915) exceeds $10,000.  Respondent must be represented by an attorney in this case.  

7. Respondent will be ordered to obtain legal representation by an attorney at law currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.  
8. Respondent's attorney must enter an appearance in this matter on or before close of business on June 1, 2010.  

9. Respondent is advised that, and is on notice that, it will not be permitted to participate in this matter without an attorney.  
10. Respondent is advised that, and is on notice that, the case will proceed to hearing without Respondent’s participation unless Respondent obtains an attorney and that attorney enters an appearance in accordance with this Order.  
B.
Hearing.  

11. The CPAN stated that, if it chose to do so, Respondent could pay one-half of the assessment set out in the CPAN within ten days from the date of service.  If made, the payment would constitute an admission of liability and would resolve this matter.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that Respondent did not make the payment.  

12. As a consequence of Respondent’s election not to pay, the CPAN is contested and must be set for hearing.  The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing for June 24, 2010.

13. The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, each is expected to be familiar with, and to abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.
