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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 29, 2010, Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC, through its Court Appointed Receiver (Mill Creek) and Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Grizzly Peak) (collectively Joint Applicants) filed a Joint Application pursuant to § 40-5-105, C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-5-5104. Joint Applicants seek an order of the Commission authorizing: (1) transfer of certificates of public convenience and necessity from Mill Creek to Grizzly Peak; (2) transfer of certain related assets from Mill Creek to Grizzly Peak; and (3) waiver of certain Commission rules. 

2. By Decision No. C10-0438, the Commission referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition. 
3. In anticipation of a hearing on the merits, procedures will be adopted as ordered below.
