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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 12, 2010, the Motion of the Governor's Energy Office for Leave to File a Settlement Agreement or, Alternatively, a Sur-Response to Public Service Company of Colorado's Response Statement of Position, and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed.  In part, the Governor's Energy Office requests shortened response time.  By Decision No. R10-0475-I, response time to the motion was shortened to May 18, 2010.  

2. Section 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., specifies that the Commission shall issue a decision on an application within 120 days or 210 days after deemed complete, depending upon whether the application is accompanied by prefiled testimony and exhibits.  These time limits may be waived by the applicant.  § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.  
3. In Decision No. R10-0475-I, the parties were notified that granting the requested relief could not occur without Public Service Company of Colorado’s waiver of the applicable statutory period found in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. 

4. This matter having been deemed complete on December 9, 2009, the matter must be decided upon the present record and further delay into June cannot be accommodated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of the Governor's Energy Office for Leave to File a Settlement Agreement or, Alternatively, a Sur-Response to Public Service Company of Colorado's Response Statement of Position, and Request for Shortened Response Time is denied.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
