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I. statement

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission by Union Telephone Company, doing business as Union Wireless (Union Telephone) on October 27, 2009.

2. Timely interventions have been filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).

3. On March 3, 2010, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  See, Decision No. R10-0191-I.  Among other things, that decision set the matter for hearing on June 8 and 9, 2010.
4. On May 27, 2010, Union Telephone filed a Motion to Strike Portions of Testimony of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (Motion to Strike).  On June 1, 2010, the ALJ shortened response time to the Motion to Strike to June 4, 2010.  See, Decision No. R10-0537-I.
5. On June 4, 2010, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Reset Hearing (Motion to Modify).  The Motion to Modify indicates that the parties believe it would be advisable to:  (a) secure a ruling on the Motion to Strike prior to hearing, (b) afford Staff and OCC additional time to file written responses to the Motion to Strike, and (c)  present oral argument in connection with the Motion to Strike.  To that end, the parties request that response time to the Motion to Strike be extended to June 8, 2010, that the June 8 and 9, 2010, hearing dates be vacated, that oral argument in connection with the Motion to Strike be scheduled for June 9, 2010, that the hearing be rescheduled for June 28 and 29, 2010, and that the deadline for submission of post-hearing statements of position be extended to July 28, 2010.    
6. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Modify will be granted and the procedural schedule previously established by Decision No. R10-0191-I will be modified as set forth in the order below. 

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Reset Hearing filed in this proceeding by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on June 4, 2010, is granted.

2. Any desired responses to the Motion to Strike Portions of Testimony of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed by Union Telephone Company shall be filed on or before June 8, 2010.

3. Decision No. R10-0537-I is vacated.

4. The hearing of this proceeding previously scheduled for June 8 and 9, 2010, is vacated.
