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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 29, 2010, Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC, through its Court Appointed Receiver (Mill Creek) and Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Grizzly Peak) (collectively Joint Applicants) filed a Joint Application pursuant to § 40-5-105, C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-5-5104. Joint Applicants seek an order of the Commission authorizing: (1) transfer of certificates of public convenience and necessity from Mill Creek to Grizzly Peak; (2) transfer of certain related assets from Mill Creek to Grizzly Peak; and (3) waiver of certain Commission rules. 

2. By Decision No. C10-0438, the Commission referred the matter to an administrative law judge for disposition. 
3. By Decision No. R10-0493-I a procedural schedule was adopted and a hearing scheduled.

4. On June 7, 2010, the Unopposed Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Statutory Limit for Decision Provided by Section 40-6-109.5 C.R.S. was filed by Grizzly Peak.  It is requested that the procedural schedule be modified as proposed therein.  

5. The request being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

6. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted as ordered below.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Statutory Limit for Decision Provided by Section 40-6-109.5 C.R.S. filed June 7, 2010, is waived and the request granted.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter to be conducted August 3 through 6, 2010 is vacated.
