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I. statement

1. The Commission has arranged for a hearing venue in Brighton Colorado.  The hearing previously noticed in Decision No. R10-0549-I will take place as set forth below on August 25, 2010.

2. On June 2, 2010, Applicant Adaweld Transportation, LLC., doing business as Veteran’s Cab of Brighton/Ft Lupton transmitted via facsimile to the Commission a letter requesting additional time for filing an entry of appearance by legal counsel and Applicant’s disclosure of witnesses and exhibits.
  The same letter was received via regular mail at the Commission on June 4, 2010.  The undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) will treat this letter as a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) for compliance with Decision No. R10-0492-I.  The Motion indicates on its face that it was served on counsel for the intervenor parties.  Since Applicant did not indicate fax service on these parties, The ALJ will deem the Motion filed and served on June 4, 2010.

3. The Motion did not seek to shorten the 14-day response time prescribed by Commission Rule 1400.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400.  Because granting the Motion would affect the prehearing deadline for Applicant’s disclosure of witnesses and exhibits and, necessarily, the deadline for the same filing by the intervenors, it would be improper to rule on the Motion without permitting some response from the intervenors.

4. However, as the expiration of the time for response to the Motion and the modified filing date for an entry of appearance by counsel for Applicant fall on the same day, the ALJ finds that a shortened response time for the Motion is warranted.  Accordingly, any response to the Motion will be due on or before June 16, 2010.
