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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 10, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for its SmartGridCity project in Boulder, Colorado. 

2. By Decision No. C10-0401, the Commission directed the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) to examine whether Public Service in fact requests a generic rulemaking in its application.

3. By Docket No. R10-0546-I, it was found that availability of the requested relief should be determined as a matter of administrative efficiency before time and expense is invested in a hearing on the merits of the entire application.  A hearing was scheduled on a bifurcated record to consider whether the requested relief will be addressed in this proceeding.  

4. At the scheduled time and place, the hearing was called to order.  During the course of the hearing, Public Service determined that it would withdraw the disputed request for relief, rather than proceed to resolution of the dispute.  Pursuant thereto, Public Service withdrew the stricken portions of the Application attached hereto in Appendix A.  Those portions not stricken remain as the amended application herein.  Additionally, Public Service struck portions of the prefiled Direct Testimony of Mary Fisher.

5. No prejudice coming to any party as a result of the withdrawn request, the Application was amended as identified in Appendix A hereto.  This decision memorializes the ruling announced during the hearing.  The withdrawal renders the subject of the scheduled hearing moot, so the matter was concluded.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The stricken portions of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Application identified in Appendix A hereto are withdrawn. Public Service’s Application is amended to those non-stricken portions attached hereto as Appendix A.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
