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I. statement  

1. On June 2, 2010, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R10-0539-I setting the hearing in this matter for June 16, 2010, pursuant to a joint stipulation of the parties.

2. On June 15, 2010, the parties presented a Second Joint Stipulation to Continue (Stipulation) the June 16, 2010 hearing.  The latest Stipulation represents that two witnesses critical to the evidentiary cases of both parties are unavailable on June 16, 2010.  Complainant J. Dahnke and counsel for Respondent Maxx Auto Recovery, Inc., the only other party to this Docket, are signatories to the Stipulation.

3. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of prejudice to any other party, the ALJ will vacate the June 16, 2010 hearing.  

4. The ALJ is available on the following dates for a rescheduled hearing:  June 24, June 30 (afternoon only), July 1 (after 11:30), July 8, July 13, and July 14, 2010.  The parties shall confer and agree on a hearing date from among these choices based on the availability of the parties and key witnesses.  If June 24, 2010, is selected the parties must advise the ALJ no later than 5:00 p.m. on June 18, 2010.  June 30 or July 1 should only be selected if the parties agree that the hearing can be completed in the limited time available.  For any hearing date other than June 24, 2010, the parties shall advise the ALJ of their choice by June 22, 2010, at noon.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:     

1. Good cause appearing, the Hearing scheduled pursuant to the Commission’s Order of June 2, 2010, is vacated.

2. The parties shall confer and advise the administrative law judge of their preference for a continued hearing consistent with the instructions set forth in paragraph 4, above.

3. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
