I. statement

1. This consolidated proceeding involves a request by the City of Fort Collins (Fort Collins) that the Colorado Public Utilities Commission vacate Decision Nos. C07-0148 and C07-0149.  This request has been opposed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UP).

2. On May 25, 2010, an Interim Order was issued in this proceeding rejecting a “Stipulation and Statement of Matters to be Determined” filed by Fort Collins and UP on January 19, 2010.  See, Decision No. R10-0519-I.

3. On June 2, 2010, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter for June 22, 2010.  See, Decision No. R10-0541-I.

4. Based in informal communications recently received from counsel for the parties, it appears that one or both parties may wish to seek relief under the provisions of Rule 1502 of the Commission’s procedural rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1502 (Rule 1502), in connection with the ruling contained in Decision No. R10-0519-I.

5. As a result, the Administrative Law Judge does not believe that a prehearing conference would be productive at this time.  Therefore, the June 22, 2010 prehearing conference will be vacated and deadlines will be established for the submission of written pleadings seeking relief under the provisions of Rule 1502 from the ruling contained in Decision No. R10-0519-I.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The prehearing conference scheduled in the captioned consolidated proceeding on June 22, 2010, is vacated.

2. Any desired written pleading seeking relief from the provisions of Decision No. R10-0519-I pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1502 shall be filed on or before July 6, 2010.

3. Any desired responsive pleadings to any written pleadings filed pursuant to ordering paragraph no. 2 above shall be filed on or before July 19, 2010.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
