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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R10-0605-I, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) acknowledged the Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by AdaWeld Transportation Services, LLC (Applicant), and shortened the time for any response to the Motion.

2. The Motion seeks to extend the time for Applicant to enter an appearance through counsel until June 18, 2010, and to file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits until June 25, 2010.

3. No party has objected to or otherwise responded to the Motion.

4. The Motion is supported by good cause.  Applicant established that its members needed to meet and ratify the decision to retain counsel.  The procedural schedule set in Decision No. R10-0492-I did not allow sufficient time for Applicant to complete that process.

5. The Motion may be granted in the absence of prejudice to the intervenor parties.  The Motion is silent on the issue of how an extension of time for Applicant’s prehearing disclosures would impact the other parties.  By Commission Rule, an Applicant is required to file its list of witnesses and exhibits before intervenors.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(e).

6. Although the Motion was unopposed, the ALJ will preserve this order of disclosure in order to ensure that the intervenor parties are not prejudiced by the granting of the Motion.  Accordingly, the Applicant will be required to enter its appearance through counsel on or before June 18, 2010, and file its disclosure or witnesses and exhibits on or before June 25, 2010.  Intervenors will be permitted to file their disclosures of witnesses and exhibits on or before July 12, 2010.

7. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the revised procedural schedule above.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the revised procedural schedule above.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Applicant AdaWeld Transportation, LLC (Applicant) for an Extension of time is granted and the prehearing procedural schedule is modified as follows:

a. Applicant shall enter its appearance through counsel no later than June 18, 2010;

b. Applicant shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits no later than June 25, 2010;

c. Intervenors shall file their disclosures of witnesses and exhibits no later than July 12, 2010.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
