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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 23, 2010, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company LP, doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills) filed its Eighth Amended Advice Letter No. 536. Black Hills states that the purpose of this advice letter is to cancel Colorado PUC No. 2 (Book Two) in its entirety and to replace it with Colorado PUC No. 3 (Book 3).  
2. By Decision No. R10-668-I, the prehearing conference scheduled in this matter was vacated.  To provide sufficient time for Commission consideration of the matter, a procedural schedule will be ordered below.

6. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
