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I. statement

1. On June 28, 2010, counsel for Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc. (Cricket) filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony (Motion).  

2. Cricket’s Direct Testimony was originally due to be filed and served on June 28, 2010, pursuant to Decision No. R10-0544-I, issued on June 2, 2010.
  The Motion seeks to extend the filing deadline for Cricket’s Direct Testimony to July 6, 2010.
3. The Motion recites that counsel for Cricket has conferred with counsel for Staff of the Commission (Staff), the sole Intervenor in this docket, and that the latter does not oppose the request for an extension of time.

4. The Motion also recites that Cricket requires additional time to prepare and file its Direct Testimony.  In addition, the parties are discussing settlement on July 1, 2010, which may obviate the need for filing of testimony altogether.

5. The Motion recites good cause for an extension.  If settlement of the issues surrounding Cricket’s application is, as represented in the Motion, a realistic possibility, then it would be inefficient and unnecessary to require Cricket to prepare and file written testimony on June 28, 2010.
6. While granting the Motion will shorten the amount of time that Staff has to prepare its Answer Testimony, Staff does not oppose the Motion.  This indicates that Staff has considered the impact of the proposed extension and concluded that it is not prejudicial to Staff’s intervention.
7. On the basis of good cause shown and absence of prejudice to other parties in the docket, the Motion will be granted.  If this matter is not settled, Cricket’s Answer Testimony will be due to be filed and served on July 6, 2010.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony of Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. Cricket Communications, Inc., shall file its Direct Testimony, in question and answer form, on or before July 6, 2010.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
