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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 17, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application for approval of the acquisition of the Rocky Mountain Energy Center and Blue Spruce Energy Center generation facilities and, in connection therewith, grant of certificates of public convenience and necessity if required and the approval of cost recovery through the Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment.

2. On May 17, 2010 Public Service filed a Motion for Adoption of Procedural Schedule.  

3. By Decision No. R10-0662-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter.  At the scheduled time and place, the conference was conducted. 
4. The Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel timely intervened of right.  
5. Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P, and the Colorado Independent Energy Association filed timely petitions for intervention.  No responses were filed.  Good cause shown for the unopposed requests, they will be granted.  

6. All parties appeared and participated in the prehearing conference.  
7. During the course of the conference, the parties proposed and agreed-upon a procedural schedule to govern this matter.  The schedule is reasonable and will be ordered below, except that the deadline for filing statements of position will be established at the conclusion of the hearing.

8. Staff also proposed a ten calendar day response time for discovery regarding direct and answer testimony, and a seven calendar day response time for discovery regarding rebuttal and cross answer testimony.  These discovery response times will be approved.

2. The Motion to Intervene of the Colorado Independent Energy Association, filed on June 17, 2010, is granted.

4. The Motion for Adoption of Procedural Schedule filed May 17, 2010, is denied as moot.
