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I. statement

1. On June 30, 2010, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed a pleading entitled “Motion to Vacate Hearing and Procedural Schedule; Request for Recommended Decision; and Request for Shortened Response Time” (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.
2. The Motion requests that, as a result of the recent ruling issued in Decision No. R10-0645-I, the currently scheduled hearing date of July 7, 2010, and the remaining procedural schedule established by Decision No. R10-0540-I be vacated; a recommended decision be issued in this matter; and response time to the Motion be shortened to 5:00 p.m. on July 1, 2010.

3. On June 30, 2010, the Motion was granted, in part.  See, Decision No. R10-0672-I.  That decision shortened response time to the Motion to 5:00 p.m. on July 2, 2010.

4. A review of the Commission’s records reveals that Pine Drive Telephone Company did not file a response to the Motion.  Therefore, the Motion is uncontested and, as a result, will be granted as set forth in the order that follows.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing and Procedural Schedule; Request for Recommended Decision; and Request for Shortened Response Time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.
2. The procedural schedule established in this proceeding by Decision No. R10-0540-I, including the hearing scheduled for July 7, 2010, is vacated.

3. A recommended decision will be issued in this matter on the basis of the pleadings and written testimony previously filed in this proceeding.  To that end, Pine Drive Telephone Company shall, on or before July 13, 2010, file an affidavit from John D. Loe certifying that his Direct Testimony filed in this matter on May 12, 2010, was prepared by him or under his supervision and control, that it is true and correct to the best of his knowledge and belief, and that it would be the same if given orally under oath.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
