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I. STATEMENT
1. On July 20, 2010, Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule.

2. By Decision No. R10-0661-I, the procedural schedule governing this proceeding was modified at the request of the parties.  By Decision No. R10-0579-I dated June 9, 2010, the Commission's Administrative Law Judge acknowledged the waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and modified the procedural schedule.

3. The Parties to this docket have been engaged in settlement discussions and have exchanged settlement offers and counter-offers to date. The Parties request that the Commission vacate the current Procedural Schedule for the purpose of enabling the Parties to devote their time and energy to resolution of this docket, rather than the preparation of testimony and exhibits for a litigated proceeding. 

4. The Parties now request further modification of the Procedural Schedule to allow for opportunity to explore the possibility of settlement of this docket and to consider the outcome of pending litigation in the District Court of San Juan County, Case No. 09CV7.

5. Counsel for Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC is authorized to state that Mill Creek Receiver and Cascade Village Condominium Association do not oppose the relief requested herein 

6. Based upon good cause shown and no prejudice coming to any party, response time will be waived and the requested relief will be granted in part at this time, as ordered below.  Further relief may be granted by separate order.

7. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted in part at this time, as ordered below.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule filed June 28, 2010, is waived and the request is granted in part at this time.  The deadline for filing Direct Testimony and Exhibits of July 20, 2010 is vacated until further order.

2. By separate order, further relief may be granted to the extent requested.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
