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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 10, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for its SmartGridCity project in Boulder, Colorado. 

2. By Decision No. R10-0547-I, a procedural schedule was established and a hearing was scheduled.

3. On June 30, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado's Motion to Alter Procedural Schedule was filed.  Public Service requests that the procedural schedule be modified.  In support thereof, Public Service waived the applicable statutory period provided for in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

4. No responses were filed.  

5. Based upon good cause shown, the request will be granted.  

6. Public Service’s waiver of the applicable statutory period is acknowledged.  But for Public Service’s waiver, the requested relief could not be granted.

7. On July 20, 2010, the Motion of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to Amend the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  The Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) requests further modification to the procedural schedule proposed by Public Service.  The OCC has been contacted by the following parties, all of whom either support or do not oppose this request: Public Service; Staff of the Commission; the Governor’s Energy Office; the City of Boulder; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P.; Leslie Glustrom and the OCC. The OCC is not aware of any objection to its request.

8. No prejudice coming to any party, it is appropriate that response time be waived.  Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado's Motion to Alter Procedural Schedule filed June 30, 2010 is granted.

2. The waiver of the applicable statutory period in this matter is acknowledged.
3. Response time to the Motion of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to Amend the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on July 20, 2010, is waived and the request granted.

4. The current procedural schedule is vacated.

5. The hearing currently scheduled in this matter commencing on August 10, 2010 is vacated.
