I. statement

1. On July 12, 2010, Staff of the Commission (Staff), filed a Motion to Compel Discovery, Request for Shortened Response Time and for Modification to the Procedural Schedule (Motion) in the captioned consolidated proceeding.

2. By Decision No. R10-0722-I, response time to the Motion was shortened to July 19, 2010.  No response was filed.

3. Respondent’s failure to file a response will be deemed a confession of the Motion.  Rule 1400, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.

4. The Commission’s procedural rules allow any party to initiate discovery upon any other party at any time for the purpose of obtaining discovery of any matter, not privileged, that is relevant to the claim or defense of a party.  Relevant information need not be admissible at hearing if the discovery is reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence.  See, Rule 1405, 4 CCR 723-1 and Rule 26(b)(1) of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure.

5. Without regard to Reyad Derani, doing business as Southwest Limousine Company’s (Respondent) failure to raise any objections, the Data Requests seek information relevant to Respondent’s complaint, or are reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted and Respondent will be required to respond to the Data Requests.

6. Staff also asks the Administrative Law Judge to set a hearing date in this matter.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Staff of the Commission’s Motion to Compel Discovery and for Modification to the Procedural Schedule in the captioned proceeding is granted.

2. Reyad Derani, doing business as, Southwest Limousine Company (Respondent) is compelled to respond to PUC 1-9 through PUC 1-12 in Staff’s First Set of Data Requests to Reyad Derani and Southwest Limousine (Data Requests).  A copy of the Data Requests are attached to the Motion to Compel Discovery, Request for Shortened Response Time and for Modification to the Procedural Schedule.
3. Respondent shall provide such compelled response to Staff of the Commission on or before August 2, 2010.
