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I. STATEMENT  

1. On June 3, 2010, Alpine Wilderness Tours, LLC, filed a Verified Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On June 7, 2010, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding (notice given at 5); established a 30-day intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  The intervention period has expired.  
3. The following parties intervened in this proceeding:  Boulder Wilderness Shuttle LLC, doing business as Boulder Wilderness Shuttle and/or Colorado Wilderness Rides and Guides; Estes Park Express, Ltd. (Estes Park Express); Gregg Rounds and Thomas Casey, doing business as Estes Valley Transport (Estes Valley Transport); and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company (Stanley Brothers Taxi).  Each intervenor opposes the Application.  

4. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. On July 21, 2010, the ALJ issued an Order that, inter alia, (a) vacated the procedural schedule established in the June 7, 2010 Notice of Application Filed and (b) scheduled an August 11, 2010 prehearing conference.  Decision No. R10-0751-I.  
6. On July 27, 2010, Estes Park Express, Estes Valley Transport, and Stanley Brothers Taxi jointly filed a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) within which to comply with the procedural schedule established in the June 7, 2010 Notice of Application Filed.  Because that procedural schedule has been vacated, the ALJ will deny the Motion as moot.  
7. Given the nature of the Motion and the fact that no party will be prejudiced, the ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Extension of Time is denied as moot.  
2. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
