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I. STATEMENT
1. On June 30, 2010, Town of Silverton, Colorado and San Juan County, Colorado (Jointly Silverton/San Juan or Complainants), filed a Verified Complaint against Qwest Communications Corporation (QCC) seeking declaratory relief, specific performance, and other relief (Complaint). 

2. The Commission served the Complaint upon QCC, along with an Order to Satisfy or Answer, on or about July 16, 2010.

3. On July 30, 2010, the Unopposed Motion for Leave to Amend Complaint (Motion), for a Variance of Commission Rules and for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Complainants.  Complainants request leave to amend the Complaint for the discrete purpose of substituting Qwest Corporation as the real party in interest.  Further, Silverton/San Juan request a variance from Commission Rules 1309(a), 1308(b), and 1308(c) to shorten the response period associated with Silverton/San Juan's Amended Complaint. Lastly, because this Motion is unopposed, Silverton/San Juan request that response time to this Motion be waived.

4. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Unopposed Motion for Leave to Amend Complaint, for a Variance of Commission Rules and for Waiver of Response Time is waived and the request is granted.

2. The Complaint filed in the above-caption proceeding is amended as set forth in the Amended Complaint filed herein on July 30, 2010.
3. The caption in proceeding Docket No. 10F-465T shall be amended to substitute Qwest Corporation (Qwest) for Qwest Communications Corporation as respondent.

4. A Variance of Commission Rules 1309(a), 1308(b), and 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 is granted.  The applicable response period for Town of Silverton, Colorado’s and San Juan County, Colorado’s Amended Complaint is shortened to August 9, 2010.

5. Qwest is notified that the Amended Complaint has been filed in the above entitled and captioned case. 

6. Qwest shall satisfy the matters in the complaint or answer the complaint in writing on or before August 9, 2010. 

7. If the Amended Complaint is satisfied and adequate evidence of satisfaction is presented to the Commission, the Amended Complaint shall be dismissed.  If the Amended Complaint is not satisfied, or if adequate evidence of its satisfaction is not presented to the Commission, or if no Answer is filed within the time required, the allegations of the Amended Complaint shall be deemed admitted, and the Commission may grant so much of the relief sought in the Amended Complaint as is within its power and jurisdiction or may set the Amended Complaint for hearing.
8. This Order is effective immediately.
