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I. STATEMENT

1. On, April 23, 2010, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company LP, doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills) filed its Eighth Amended Advice Letter No. 536. Black Hills states that the purpose of this advice letter is to cancel Colorado PUC No. 2 (Book Two) in its entirety and to replace it with Colorado PUC No. 3 (Book 3).  
2. By Decision No. R10-0671-I, a procedural schedule was established to govern the above-captioned matter.

3. On August 12, 2010, the Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule, Notice of Status Update and Motion for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Black Hills.  Black Hills notifies the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) that a settlement in principle has been reached in Docket No. 10A-134G and that the tariff pages of Advice Letter 541 have gone into effect by operation of law.  Based thereupon, modifications to the procedural schedule are requested.  Commission Staff concurs with all factual representations made herein and supports all relief sought.

4. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request granted.

5. The undersigned informally conferred with the parties regarding the time remaining in the suspension period based upon the current proposed tariff.  While the procedural schedule adopted herein cannot be accommodated at this time, Counsel for Black Hills anticipates amending the proposed effective date of the tariff.  In the event such amendment is not timely forthcoming, the procedural schedule will be revisited by separate order.
