The proposed reduction of approximately 84 percent (from a maximum assessment of $248,500 to a proposed assessment of $40,000) is unusual.  
The footnote shows a 84 percent reduction.  That percentage is incorrect.  The correct reduction is 73 percent.  Replace 84 percent with 73 percent.  The footnote also shows a maximum assessment of $248,500.  That amount is incorrect.  The correct amount is $148,500.  Replace $248,500 with $148,500.  Footnote 12 shall be amended to read as follows:  
Settlement often involves a reduction in the assessment from the maximum assessment that could be imposed; thus, a reduction from the maximum assessment is not unusual.  The proposed reduction of approximately 73 percent (from a maximum assessment of $148,500 to a proposed assessment of $40,000) is unusual.  
2. Part (a) of Footnote 16 on page 7 of this Order reads as:  
 
(a) the six months gives Metro Taxi “time to acquire the necessary skills, expertise and education to more effectively and efficiently monitor its taxi drivers” (Amended Stipulation (Hearing Exhibit No. 1) at 7);  
The beginning of Part (a) reads out as “the six months gives.”  The beginning of Part (a) shall be amended to read “the six months give.”  Part (a) of Footnote 16 shall be amended to read as follows:  

(a) the six months give Metro Taxi “time to acquire the necessary skills, expertise and education to more effectively and efficiently monitor its taxi drivers” (Amended Stipulation (Hearing Exhibit No. 1) at 7);  
3. The quote in Part (d) of Footnote 16 on page 7 of this Order reads as:  
period will all the [Staff] to conduct at lest one or more random audits and inspections which will result in [Metro Taxi’s] having at least one opportunity during the grace period in which to correct its hours of service violations and come into compliance  
The quote starts out as “period will all the [Staff] to conduct at lest.”  That beginning of the quote shall be amended to read “period will allow the [Staff] to conduct at least.”  The beginning of the quote in Part (d) of Footnote 16 shall be amended to read as follows:  
period will allow the [Staff] to conduct at least one or more random audits and inspections which will result in [Metro Taxi’s] having at least one opportunity during the grace period in which to correct its hours of service violations and come into compliance
