I. STATEMENT

1. On March 10, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for its SmartGridCity project in Boulder, Colorado. 

2. On August 20, 2010, the Motion to Compel and to Shorten Response Time was filed by Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel (CF&I).
