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I. STATEMENT

1. In Decision No. R10-0799-I, issued on July 28, 2010, Avrora Adult Day Care, Inc. (Avrora) was ordered to disclose its witnesses and exhibits on August 16, 2010.  Avrora retained counsel to represent it in this Docket on August 16, 2010.

2. On August 16, 2010, counsel for Avrora filed a Motion for Ten Day Extension of Time (Motion) to make its witness and exhibit filings.  The Motion recites counsel’s recent entry in the case and difficulty obtaining documents in support of its application as the reason for the requested extension.  The Motion also states that opposing parties will not be prejudiced by granting the additional ten days’ time. 

3. On August 25, 2010, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a telephone conference with counsel for Avrora as well as counsel for intervenors RDSM Transportation, Ltd. and MKBS, LLC (collectively, Intervenors).  Counsel for Intervenors expressed no objection to the requested extension of time, so long as the deadline for Intervenors to file their respective disclosures of witnesses and exhibits was delayed accordingly.

4. The ALJ finds good cause for the requested extension of time considering that counsel for Avrora was retained on the very day that disclosures were due and is diligently trying to gather the supporting evidence Avrora will present at hearing.  The ALJ agrees that the deadline for Intervenors’ disclosures should be similarly delayed thereby eliminating any objection or potential prejudice for Intervenors.

5. The Motion will be granted as set forth below. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Applicant Avrora Adult Day Care, Inc., shall file its disclosure(s) of witnesses and exhibits, initially described in Decision No. R10-0799-I, on or before August 27, 2010.

2. Intervenors RDSM Transportation, Ltd., and MKBS, LLC, shall be permitted to file updated witness and exhibit disclosures on or before September 10, 2010.

3. The advisements in Decision No. R10-0799-I regarding the consequences for failing to disclose witnesses and exhibits remain in force.
4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
