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I. statement
1. On September 2, 2010, the Motion to Vacate Hearing was filed by Applicant Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi (Applicant).  

2. A hearing is scheduled to commence in the above captioned matter on September 9, 2010.

3. On August 17, 2010, Applicant filed a motion requesting leave to amend the application and to be excused from making exhibit witness filings. In that motion, Applicant requests leave to amend the application to remove any request for authority from or within Summit County, Colorado. Based upon such amendment, Applicant contends the pertinent interests of all intervenors related to traffic now excluded from the scope of the Application.

4. Applicant requests that the hearing in this matter be vacated and that the motion filed on August 17, 2010 be granted.

5. In light of the burden and expense upon the Commission and the Town of Vail (Vail is permitting use of its facilities for the conduct of the hearing), the undersigned Administrative Law Judge will waive response time to the Motion to Vacate sua sponte and grant the request to vacate the hearing.

6. Applicant further requests grant of the motion filed on August 17, 2010. In accordance with Commission rules, response time to such motion expired August 31, 2010. Such motion will be considered and ruled upon by separate order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Hearing filed by Applicant Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi is waived and the request is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. The hearing scheduled for September 9, 2010, is vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
