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I. statement

1. On June 4, 2010, Stanley Brothers Taxi Company (Transferor) and Sirak Tewoldemedhin (Transferee) filed an Application seeking Commission approval of the transfer of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55721 from Transferor to Transferee.  Along with the Application were several attachments including verifications from Transferor and Transferee as to the accurateness and veracity of the Application; an Affidavit of Eligibility; an Agreement to Purchase Assets; and Transferee Financial Information.  On June 7, 2010, the Commission issued notice of the Application.
2. On June 11, 2010, Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak) filed its Intervention and Entry of Appearance of Right in this matter.  Peak to Peak indicates it owns and operates CPCN PUC No. 55754. Which authorizes it to provide taxi service between all points within a 13-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway Nos. 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, and from said points on the one hand, to all points within a 75-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway Nos. 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado.  

3. Peak to Peak opposes the transfer application because it argues that an additional carrier in the area would adversely affect its operating authority.  

4. On July 14, 2010, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

5. The sole intervenor in this docket is Peak to Peak.  

6. A pre-hearing conference was scheduled in this matter for September 16, 2010.  However, on September 14, 2010, Transferor filed a proposed procedural schedule.  The filing indicates that Peak to Peak agrees with the proposed schedule which is as follows:

7. The undersigned ALJ finds the procedural schedule reasonable and will adopt the schedule without modification.  No final pre-hearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  Should a party desire to have an additional pre-hearing conference, that party may file an appropriate motion.

8. The testimony in this proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in rebuttal at hearing), a summary of testimony will be filed in advance of the hearing.  The summary of testimony will include at least the following information:  (a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business telephone number; and (d) a brief statement of the content of the witness’s expected testimony.

9. Rebuttal testimony may be presented at the hearing without the necessity of filing in advance of the hearing, a detailed summary of the rebuttal testimony.

10. With the exception of a witness offered in rebuttal, a witness will not be permitted to testify unless a summary of the testimony of that witness has been filed in advance of the hearing in accordance with this Order.

11. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal) will be filed in advance of the hearing.  (See filing dates in procedural schedule above.)  With the exception of an exhibit offered in rebuttal, an exhibit will not be admitted unless it has been filed in advance of the hearing in accordance with this Order.

12. Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100 will govern the treatment of information and documents claimed to be confidential.  

13. The parties are further advised and are on notice that there are service requirements contained in the Ordering Paragraphs below and the parties will be bound by those service requirements.

II. ORDER
