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I. STATEMENT

1. On September 23, 2010, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a prehearing conference pursuant to Decision No. R10-0991-I.  Counsel for the following parties appeared at the prehearing conference:  Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service); Intervenors Climax Molybdenum Company/CF&I Steel; Southwest Energy Efficiency Project;
 Colorado Energy Consumers; State of Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Wal-Mart Stores and Sam’s West, Inc.; Energy Efficiency Business Coalition; City of Boulder; and Trial Staff of the Commission.

2. Applicant Public Service appeared through its counsel Ann E. Hopfenbeck.  Ms. Hopfenbeck described a procedural schedule that had been circulated among the parties and agreed to by their respective counsel.  The proposed schedule is as follows:

a) Deadline for intervenors to file and serve Answer testimony:  October 15;

b) Deadline to file and serve cross-answer and rebuttal testimony:  October 29;

c) Deadline to file corrected testimony:  November 1;

d) Deadline for prehearing motions:  November 1;

e) Last day to present a stipulated settlement:  November 2;

f) Evidentiary hearing:  November 4 and 5; and

g) Last day to file written statements of position:  November 12.

3. In addition, the parties stipulated to modify the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure to make discovery responses due five business days after service of the request, except as noted below.  Discovery cut-off dates were also stipulated as follows:

a) Last day to propound discovery on Direct testimony:  October 15;

b) Last day to propound discovery on Answer testimony:  October 29;

c) Deadline to propound discovery on Rebuttal/Cross-Answer testimony:  noon on November 1;

d) Responses to discovery propounded as permitted by subparagraph 3(c), above will be due by 5:00 p.m. on November 3.

4. Mark Detsky, counsel for intervenor Energy Efficiency Business Coalition raised a potential scheduling conflict on Friday, November 5, 2010.  Mr. Detsky is appearing before the Commission in another Docket scheduled for hearing that morning.  As no other party described any conflict with November 5, 2010, the ALJ decided to approve the procedural schedule as presented.  However, in the event of a hearing on November 5, 2010, Mr. Detsky’s conflict will be accommodated by permitting, as necessary, presentation of evidence out of order or delaying the start of the hearing on that day.

5. For good cause shown and in the absence of objection(s) from any party, the ALJ granted all petitions for intervention on file in this Docket, including the requests for leave to intervene out-of-time of City of Boulder and Trial Staff of the Commission.
