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I. STATEMENT  

1. Staff of the Commission (Staff) served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 91899 on MKBS LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).  That CPAN commenced this proceeding.  
2. Staff and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. The Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The procedural history of this matter is set out in previous Orders.  

5. As pertinent here, by Decision No. R10-0922-I, the ALJ scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this matter for September 30, 2010.  
6. On September 28, 2010, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing (Motion to Vacate) and a Joint Motion to Approve Amended Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Waive Response Time (Motion to Approve).  An Amended Stipulation and Settlement Agreement accompanied the Motion to Approve.  

7. The Motion to Vacate states good cause.  As all Parties are signatories to that motion, no party will be prejudiced if the ALJ grants the Motion to Vacate.  The ALJ will grant the Motion to Vacate and will vacate the September 30, 2010 evidentiary hearing.  

8. As all Parties are signatories to the Motion to Vacate, no party will be prejudiced if response time to that motion is waived.  In addition, the nature of the Motion to Vacate and the approaching hearing date dictate that response time to the Motion to Vacate be waived so that the Parties may be informed of the ruling on that motion.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion to Vacate.  

9. The ALJ will take the Motion to Approve under advisement.  
II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for September 30, 2010 is vacated.  

3. The Joint Motion to Approve Amended Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Waive Response Time is taken under advisement.  

4. Response time to the Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
