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I. STATEMENT
1. This matter comes before the Hearing Commissioner for consideration of a Motion filed on September 16, 2010 by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) to late-file the confidential portions of its answer testimony and exhibits.  Being fully advised in the matter, the Hearing Commissioner grants the Motion.

2. The OCC states that on September 15, 2010, it timely filed the answer testimony and exhibits of Cory Skluzak and the non-confidential portions of the answer testimony and exhibits of Frank Shafer through the Commission’s e-filing system.  The OCC contends that the e-filing system was slower than usual at that time.  The OCC states that it filed the confidential portions of Mr. Shafer’s testimony and exhibits separately, to ensure proper treatment of these portions.  This resulted in these highly confidential portions being filed at 5:10 p.m. rather than on or before the 5:00 p.m. deadline on September 15, 2010.  The OCC contends that no party will be prejudiced by this ten-minute delay.

3. The Hearing Commissioner agrees with the OCC that no party will be prejudiced by the ten-minute delay.  Further, no party filed a response to the OCC’s Motion.  The Hearing Commissioner finds good cause to grant the Motion.
II. order
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion filed on September 16, 2010 by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to late-file the confidential portions of its answer testimony and exhibits is granted.
