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I. statement

1. The filings, parties, and appearances of counsel in this Docket remain as described in Decision No. R10-1066-I, issued on September 29, 2010.

2. As this matter is contested, it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  To that end, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) offers the following dates as available for a one-day hearing to be conducted in the Commission offices:  November 18, 19, 23, or 30, 2010.  The parties and their counsel are directed to confer and select a mutually-agreeable hearing date from this set of choices.  The parties should then communicate their selection to the ALJ no later than October 22, 2010.  Any party who does not meet and confer as directed above shall be deemed to have waived any objection to the hearing being scheduled on one of the listed dates.

3. Petitioner Freedom Cabs, Inc., has not filed a list of witnesses and exhibits as required by Commission Rule 1405(e)(I).  Accordingly, Petitioner shall file and serve its list of witnesses and exhibits on or before October 22, 2010.

4. Intervenor MKBS, LLC (MKBS), included a preliminary disclosure of witnesses and exhibits in its filing of August 12, 2010.  At its discretion, MKBS will be permitted to file and serve a supplement to its witness and exhibit disclosure on or before November 1, 2010.

5. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule above.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:     

1. The parties shall confer and contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge on or before October 22, 2010, to communicate their preferred date for hearing in this matter as described in Section I, Paragraph 2.

2. Petitioner Freedom Cabs, Inc. shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before October 22, 2010.

3. Intervenor MKBS, LLC, may, at its discretion, file a supplemental disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before November 1, 2010.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
