I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R10-0994-I, issued on September 9, 2010, an evidentiary hearing in this matter was scheduled to convene on October 27, 2010, at 2:00 p.m., in the Commission’s offices in Denver.
2. On October 26, 2010, Ms. Jessica Mullennix, on behalf of Petitioner Rockstar Limousine Service, LLC, contacted the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) by telephone and communicated her concern regarding travel between Grand Junction and Denver on October 27, 2010 due to winter storm warnings along the route.  Ms. Mullennix asked if the hearing could be postponed by a week or so until travel conditions improved.

3. The ALJ treated this request as an oral motion for continuance.  The ALJ contacted Mr. Charles Williams, counsel for Intervenor Tazco, Inc., and Ms. Bonnie Richards on behalf of Intervenor GISDHO Shuttle, Inc., to determine whether there was any opposition to the motion for continuance.  Neither party objected.

4. The ALJ found good cause to grant the motion.  Winter storm warnings were forecast for the central mountains of Colorado through October 27, 2010, adversely affecting travel between Grand Junction and Denver.  Given that there was no objection to continuing the hearing, the safety of the parties and witnesses provided adequate grounds to grant the motion.

5. The ALJ confirmed with all parties that they are available for hearing on November 4, 2010.  The hearing will be convened at 1:00 p.m. on that date in Denver.

1. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of any objection thereto, the oral motion of Petitioner Rockstar Limousine Service, LLC, for continuance is granted.
