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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R10-0917-I, issued on August 19, 2010, a hearing in this matter was scheduled to convene on October 27, 2010.
2. On October 26, 2010, Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado filed and served a Motion for Special Hearing Accommodation (Motion).  The Motion seeks to have the Commission provide law enforcement at the hearing on the basis of an alleged incident involving Complainant Daniel Trujillo and personnel of Respondent identified as a potential witness at the hearing.  

3. Commission hearings are typically convened without the presence of law enforcement.  Accordingly, the Motion seeks relief that, if granted, requires time and effort to coordinate.

4. In addition, given that the Motion was filed on the day prior to the scheduled commencement of the hearing, Complainant has not had the opportunity to review and/or prepare a response to the Motion.

5. For these reasons, and because the Motion raises concerns regarding personal safety, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) concluded that it was not possible to resolve the issue raised by the Motion and convene the hearing as scheduled on October 27, 2010.  On October 26, 2010, the ALJ contacted Complainant and counsel for Respondent separately by telephone and informed them that the hearing date would be vacated and rescheduled pending resolution of the Motion.

6. By Commission Rule, a party has 14 days to respond to a motion.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400.  The Motion does not request shortened response time.  Accordingly, Complainant is advised that any response to the Motion shall be due on or before November 9, 2010.  After that time, the ALJ will rule on the merits of the Motion.

7. In order to facilitate the rescheduling of the hearing, Complainant and Respondent shall determine their availability (including witnesses) on the following dates:  November 18, November 23, November 30, or December 2.  The parties shall each contact the ALJ on or before November 5, 2010, with their availability and the ALJ will select a new hearing date from this list of choices.  The failure of either party to communicate with the ALJ shall constitute a waiver by that party of any conflict on one of the listed dates.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled for October 27, 2010, is vacated.

2. Complainant Daniel Trujillo may file and serve a response to the Motion for Special Hearing Accommodation on or before November 9, 2010.

3. The parties shall ascertain their availability for hearing on the dates listed in Paragraph No. 7, above, and communicate their availability to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) no later than November 5, 2010.  The ALJ will select a new hearing date from this list and provide written notice of the hearing by a future order.
4. This Order is effective immediately.
