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I. STATEMENT  
1. The Commission opened this Docket by Decision No. C10-0550.  On August 13, 2010, Black Hills Electric Utility LP (Black Hills) filed its emission reduction plan (Black Hills plan) in accordance with House Bill 10-1365 (HB 10-1365).  

2. As filed in August 2010, the Black Hills plan addressed the W.N. Clark Generating Station located in Cañon City.  The W.N. Clark Generating Station contains two coal-fired generation units.  Under the August 2010 Black Hills plan, the W.N. Clark Generating Station either would be converted to operate on woody biomass (Option One) or would be retired and replaced with utility-owned natural gas fired generation to be located at Black Hills’ Pueblo Airport Generation Station (Option Two).  

3. Several intervening parties filed answer testimony.  

4. On October 29, 2010, Black Hills filed the rebuttal testimony of Thomas M. Ohlmacher.  In that testimony at 8-9, Mr. Olhmacher states that, from Black Hills’ perspective, Option One is longer feasible.  

5. Given the important public policy implications of HB 10-1365 and of the Black Hills plan, the Commission initially determined that it would hold a hearing to take public comment on the Black Hills plan on November 22, 2010 at the Commission’s offices in Denver.  Decision No. C10-0911.  Subsequently, the Commission assigned the hearing to take public comment to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and directed the ALJ to hold the hearing to take public comment on November 22, 2010 in either Cañon City or Pueblo because those cities are within Black Hills’ service area and are the locations of the W.N. Clark Generating Station and the Pueblo Airport Generation Station.  Decision No. C10-1199.  

6. By this Order, the ALJ will schedule the hearing to take public comment in Cañon City, Colorado.  The hearing will begin at 4:00 p.m. and will continue until concluded (but in no event later than 6:00 p.m.).  

7. The Commission established the following restriction concerning persons who may make statements at the hearing to take public comment:  

[I]ndividual members of an association that may be a party in this Docket must present their views in this proceeding through testimony of the association that is offered during the evidentiary hearing.  Individual members of an association that is a party will not be permitted to make statements at the public comment hearing.  

Decision No. C10-0911 at ¶ 3 (emphasis supplied).  This restriction will apply to the hearing to take public comment scheduled by this Order.
