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I. statement

1. On January 28, 2009, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) approved a Procedural Stipulation entered into by the parties and, in addition, ordered the Regional Transportation District (RTD) to file monthly status reports in this proceeding.  See, Decision No. R09-0089-I.  The obligation to file such reports was subsequently assumed by the Alameda Station Metropolitan District (ASMD) when it was substituted as the Applicant in this matter.  See, Decision No. R10-0041-I.

2. The ALJ has determined that monthly status reports are no longer required and that quarterly reports will be sufficient.  Accordingly, ASMD will be ordered to file quarterly status reports commencing on March 15, 2011. 
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Alameda Station Metropolitan District shall file a report advising the Administrative Law Judge of the status of this proceeding and of the progress made in satisfying the obligations/conditions imposed by the Procedural Stipulation on March 15, 2011.  Successive status reports shall be filed by the Alameda Station Metropolitan District on a quarterly basis (i.e., on June 15, 2011, September 15, 2011, December 15, 2011, etc.) until this matter is resolved.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
