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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Notice issued on November 18, 2010, a hearing in this matter was scheduled to convene on December 3, 2010, in Grand Junction, Colorado.
2. On November 23, 2010, the parties participated in a telephone conference with the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) regarding a scheduling conflict that prevents Complainant Mr. Miller from attending a hearing on December 3, 2010.  Mr. Miller, an attorney, stated that he has a trial scheduled in another matter outside of Grand Junction that will occupy the entire day.  Mr. Miller requested that the December 3, 2010 hearing be vacated.

3. Counsel for Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado, Ms. Kim, did not object to the request to vacate the hearing.  Finding good cause therefor and no prejudice to Respondent, the previously scheduled hearing date will be vacated.

4. In discussion regarding the rescheduling of the hearing in this Docket, Mr. Miller stated that he is amenable to the hearing being convened at the Commission offices in Denver.  Ms. Kim also agreed to move the venue to Denver.

5. Convening the hearing in Denver will promote administrative efficiency in that it will obviate travel costs for the ALJ and court reporter.  Given that there is no objection from any party, the ALJ finds good cause to move the hearing to the Commission offices in Denver.

6. Mr. Miller and Ms. Kim agreed to confer regarding their mutual availability and advise the ALJ of a set of acceptable hearing dates.  The parties shall communicate this list to the ALJ on or before December 10, 2010.

7. The ALJ will review his calendar and that of the Commission and set the matter for hearing in Denver on one of the proposed dates by a subsequent order.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled for December 3, 2010, is vacated.

2. The parties shall confer and advise the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on or before December 10, 2010, of their availability for hearing in Denver.  The parties shall propose a list of available dates and may specify a priority among the dates.

3. The ALJ will consider the dates proposed by the parties as well his own availability and that of the Commission.  By separate order the Commission will provide notice of the rescheduled hearing to be convened in Denver, Colorado.
4. This Order is effective immediately.
