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I. statement

1. On November 12, 2010, the Petition to Intervene of the Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest) was filed by Interwest.  Interwest requests intervention to ensure the protection of the interests of its members in this proceeding. 

2. On December 1, 2010, the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA) Petition to Intervene was filed by CoSEIA.  CoSEIA requests intervention to ensure the protection of the interests of its members in this proceeding. 

3. On December 7, 2010, the Walmart Intervention BHs was filed by Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and Sam's West, Inc. (collectively Wal-Mart).  Wal-Mart requests intervention to ensure the protection of its interests as a commercial retail customer of Black Hills.
4. On December 1, 2010, the Colorado Renewable Energy Society (CRES) Petition to Intervene was filed by CRES and amended on December 3, 2010.  CRES requests intervention to ensure the protection of the interests of its members in this proceeding. 

5. Notices of intervention by right have been timely filed by the Colorado Governor's Energy Office ("GEO"), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”),
6. No response was filed to any of these motions.

7. Good cause is shown for the unopposed requests, they will be granted.

II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The Petition to Intervene of the Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest) filed November 12, 2010, is granted. 

2. The Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA) Petition to Intervene filed December 1, 2010, is granted. 

3. The Wal-Mart Intervention BHs filed December 7, 2010, is granted. 

4. The Colorado Renewable Energy Society (CRES) Petition to Intervene filed December 1, 2010 and amended on December 3, 2010, is granted. 

5. Interwest, CoSEIA, Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., Sam's West, Inc., and CRES are granted intervenor status in this matter, shall take the docket as it is found, and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.
